Student Car Parking Policy
Our Travel Plan

We’re committed to minimising the impact of travel on the environment, and so we encourage everyone to use alternative forms of transport, and not their own car. We work in partnership with the Local Authority and local community to do this.

There are free facilities on site to store your bike or motorbike, and the Unibus offers an affordable and safe alternative if you’re travelling here. We also promote car sharing.
The money we make from charging for car parking is invested in providing the Unibus service and travel plan measures, to make it affordable alternatives to your car.

Parking on campus
There’s limited car parking on our Kedleston Road site, and unless you’re a blue badge holder, you won’t be able to park at any of our other sites on the Derby Campus. However, you’ll be able to use the free shuttle bus service, which runs between the Kedleston Road, Markeaton Street, and Britannia Mill sites, throughout the day. At the Devonshire Campus in Buxton, there’s no student parking, other than for blue badge holders.  Further information can be found at www.derby.ac.uk/buxton-student-parking 
So, it’s important we prioritise who can park at Kedleston Road.

If you’re studying a part time course, or if you’re a full time disabled student with a blue badge, you’ll be able to apply for a parking permit. 
Parking permits

Markeaton Park, Park and Ride.

If you need to drive to the Derby Campus, but don’t qualify for a permit at Kedleston Road, you can buy a permit for the Markeaton Park, Park and Ride facility.  Further information on costs and how to apply can be found at www.derby.ac.uk/park-and-ride 
Please note we have a large but limited number of MP permits that are issued on a first come first serve basis.

There is one type of permit for Kedleston Road:

· Silver permit – there’s no cost for the permit, but you’ll need to pay and display. The charges of £1.80 for up to 4 hours or £3.60 for over 4 hours. 
If you need to park after 4.30pm, you won’t need a permit, or have to pay and display.
If you’re a full time student, you won’t normally be able to park at Kedleston Road. But, we recognise that some people need to park on site because of their personal circumstances. We’ll support you, where we can.  
If you can show that you need to use your car to study here, you can submit an application to us.

You can submit an application if:
· You’re a disabled student with no blue badge.
· You’ve got a temporary disability.
Or, it could be for one, or more, of these reasons:
· You’ve got children under 11, have difficulty getting to schools or childcare before early teaching starts at 9.30am, or your childcare facilities are away from Unibus or other public transport routes, and your lectures either begin or end during restricted car parking hours.
· You’ve got caring responsibilities close to the start or finish times of your lectures, can show that it’s difficult to use public transport, and your lectures either begin or end during restricted car parking hours.
·   You live more than 15 miles away from your main teaching site during term time, can show that it’s difficult to use public transport, and your lectures either begin or end during restricted car parking hours. (We’ll give greater priority to your permit application, the farther away you live.)
How to apply
· Enrol for the new academic year.
· Make sure you satisfy the criteria for a permit.

· Make sure you read and familiarise yourself with the full terms and conditions.

· Fill in an application, either on paper or online.  Paper copies should be submitted to the Student Support Centre. 
· Payment can be made online for the Markeaton Park Park and Ride Permit

· Show you’ve got a blue badge, if appropriate.

· Show your V5 vehicle registration document and insurance. (For a business vehicle, we’ll need a covering note on headed paper from your employer, if these can’t be supplied)

If you lose your permit or it gets damaged, a replacement will cost £5, from the Student Support Centre.
Please note:
· There’s no guarantee that your application will lead to you receiving a parking permit.
· If there are more applications than available permits, we’ll issue a permit to people who need one most.
· We’ll review car parking throughout the year – we may issue silver permits for part of the year if spaces become available.
· We can’t guarantee you a parking space on any given day, even though you’ve got a permit. Sometimes, during special events such as the Graduation Ceremony, we may temporarily suspend the normal parking arrangements.
· If you give us deliberately inaccurate information on your application form, or if you misuse your permit, we may withdraw your permit under University Disciplinary Regulations.
· We’ll only refund the cost of your permit if it has not been used to visit the site at all. We monitor the use of permits by an Automated Number Plate Recognition System.
· We’ll regularly review the criteria for allocating permits, to continue to support those in greatest need and maintain a safe parking environment.

Appeals

You can appeal if you’re refused a permit, if your circumstances have changed since your initial application, or if the panel weren’t aware of all your evidence at the time of your initial application.
